Arms
The two golf clubs in an ‘x’ 
shape represent the scottish 
saltire cross;
the green background 
represents the greens of the 
game of golf; 
wavy blue bar the water hazards 
and the scot’s word from 
ashburn, ‘burn’ meaning river;
the garland (wreath) made of 
ash leaves (from ashburn) and 
oak leaves for the oak ridges. 
The garland also represents 
honour, hero, winning, and 
the esteem in which the club 
is held.

Shield
held in the paws of the two 
supporting lions upon which 
appear the arms

Ribbon

in silver, to hold the motto

Helm
A gentleman’s helmet 
with visor

portrays the arms of the club,
distinctive of the royal ashburn
